The film explores the birth of
Citizenship Education Schools which taught adult literacy and voter registration in the
1950s. Bernice Robinson, an African American beautician from South Carolina, was the first
teacher at the Citizenship School. The school helped cultivate community organizations and
Black leadership training and was instrumental in setting the stage for the freedom struggle
for the next decade. Catherine Murphy and the film's archival researcher Malkia K. Lyda of
Kuyamba Media are both Prince George’s County residents.
