and Chief Curator
 

On Thursday, June 17, 2021 President
Biden signed legislation making Juneteenth
a federal holiday, the first new national
holiday established since Martin Luther King
Day in 1983. The Prince George's County
Council officially honored June 19 as a
holiday in October 2020 . Here at the Prince
George’s Arts and Humanities Council, we
recognize the incredible significance of this
historic moment and are honored to
dedicate time and space for deep reflection
and celebration in community.

Martin Luther King Jr. believed, “None of us are free unless all of us are free.” As such, this

date – June 19, signals the “true end” of slavery for African American people in America.

Although, this is the first year that Juneteenth is recognized as a national holiday, in

communities across the country, the importance and significance of Juneteenth has

always celebrated. In fact, the earliest Juneteenth celebration dates to 1866. June 19 is

another opportunity for all of us to step back and commit to do all in our power to combat

the structures and systems that perpetuates and upholds white supremacy and systemic

racism and the inhumanity it embodies.

We are beyond excited to host a Juneteenth Freedom Day Celebration in partnership with

the National Harbor. Through arts and culture, we honor and celebrate the resilience of a

people who have always sought to hold this country accountable to its promises for all

people. Through our artistic mediums, the PGAHC will always stand with and be

committed to equity and liberation for our marginalized and underserved communities.

We hope to see you Sunday, June 19 at the National Harbor for the Juneteenth
Freedom Day Celebration. Programming starts at 2 pm.

We are proud to present the newest Public Art

installation in Prince George’s County, this powerful

glass sculpture at the entrance to the brand new

Shady Glen Fire Station, created by Washington

Glass Studio​​​​​​​​! 

Standing at approximately 15 feet, the three-sided

steel structure titled Community Heroes is cast in

the shape of the iconic firefighter’s ladder and clad

in handmade cast glass. The colorful glass insets

incorporate artistic references to aspects of fire

prevention, fire protection, emergency medical

services, and the surrounding community.

Prince George's Arts and Humanities Council in partnership with Prince George's

County Memorial Library System is seeking to commission local artists for two Public Art

opportunities for the newly constructed Bladensburg Library.

The original branch was dedicated on October 21, 1978, in a 1920’s-era building that had

formerly been the Bladensburg Elementary School and then the Board of Education

Media Center. It will be a 22,834 square- foot building – almost three times the size of

the original building. This will be the first PGCMLS facility that has been certified as

LEED Silver.

Imar Hutchins, an FY21 Artist Fellowship

https://www.pgahc.org/bladensburg-interior-rfq
http://www.princegeorgesfilm.org


grantee and resident artist at Pyramid

Atlantic, presented a print of his compelling

new 16 Limited edition, 16-color serigraph of

Frederick Douglass entitled What, to the

American Slave, is your Fourth of July?.

According to Hutchins, “The title is a quote

from a famous speech Douglass gave once

on the Fourth of July thus I’ve depicted him

as red, white and blue. Another line that

always stands out for me in that speech is:

“It is not light we need, but fire!” A feeling

that worked its way into the various reds in

this piece. This print is not just an homage to

Douglass but also subtle tribute to John

Johnson, the founder of Ebony Magazine.  

A special issue of Ebony, September 1963, which marked the Centennial of the

Emancipation Proclamation, inspired the series. “The red rectangle represents the Ebony

logo and Johnson. The shapes inside of it represent the North Star,” Hutchins explained.

“The literal North Star led Frederick to freedom, but it was also the name of his

publication. The North Star, the publication, was in turn the progenitor of the Black Press,

of which Ebony is a key descendant…”
